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The music consultation group for IMPAC first discussed the CSU LDTP discussions in music.  There was general agreement that the LDTP processes benefited from the ongoing work of the IMPAC discussions.  There was consensus that the IMPAC discussions need to continue and strong support for continued funding of IMPAC.
Discussions in the statewide meeting focused on drafting descriptors and a general outline of learning outcomes for the following courses:  
Performance Ensembles (1 unit per semester, repeatable)

Music Appreciation: A Listener’s Guide (3 units)

Survey of Music History and Literature I and II (3 units each)

Introduction to World Music (3 units)

Introduction to Music Technology (3 units)

Applied Music I through IV (identified as Studio Instruction in the 2004-05 report) (1 unit per semester, repeatable)

Although there are variations in the amount of unit credit for some of these courses at various community college, CSU, or UC campuses.  It was agreed that the unit credit identified above is the “usual” among the three segments, and certainly most typical at the community colleges in the state.
Draft descriptors and learning outcomes language is in the process of being discussed via email with a goal to have these drafts refined by fall.
For 2006-07:

It was agreed that Applied Lesson/Studio Lesson descriptors and learning outcomes are the topic for the music IMPAC group to discuss in the 2006-07 academic year, assuming that funding is approved to continue this valuable intersegmental work.  It was decided that the work next year will seek to identify a generalized descriptor for applied lessons with attached appendices that specify learning outcomes for discrete instruments or the voice within the various performance contexts which are commonly taught in the three segments.  It is important to develop specific guidelines and standards that can be accepted by all higher education segments to minimize issues related to standards of achievement that can easily arise when students transfer between segments or even among colleges or universities.
