CAN RTVF- 6 Audio Production

CAN RTVF- 10 Introduction to Video (field?) Production

2 hours lecture, 3 hours lab, 3 units

An introduction to the theory, terminology, and operation of single camera video production, including composition and editing techniques, camera operation, portable lighting, video recorder operation, audio control, and editing. Includes the aesthetics and fundamentals of scripting, producing, and directing on location, incorporating multimedia, and postproduction. (FT) Transfer Credit: CSU, UC

 CAN RTVF- 12 Television (Video) Studio Operations Production

2 hours lecture, 3 hours lab, 3 units

An introduction to the theory, terminology, signal flow and operations within a multicamera television studio and control room. Includes television directing, the operation of television audio equipment, TV cameras, and television switcher, fundamentals of TV lighting, graphics, video control, and video recording for TV.  (FT) Transfer Credit: CSU 

CAN RTVF-14 Motion Picture Production

2 hours lecture, 3 hours lab, 3 units

An introduction to basic 16mm (film) cinematography for motion pictures and dramatic television. Includes operation, function, and creative use of the tools of motion picture production, composition of shots, sound recording and mixing, editing, animation, special effects, and scriptwriting.  (FT) Transfer Credit: CSU 

CAN RTVF-16 Media Performance

2 hours lecture, 3 hours lab, 3 units

Instruction and practice in announcing for broadcast, interpretation of copy, news casting, music continuity, the operation of audio equipment, and interviewing. Students gain practice with commercial material and ad lib announcing. (FT) Transfer Credit: CSU.

CAN RTVF-18 Digital Audio Post Production

2 hours lecture, 3 hours lab, 3 units

An introduction to the digital audio production process. This course emphasizes the use of DAWs for audio, radio, and multimedia production and synchronization with the visual image. for Television, Film and Multimedia. The course provides the opportunity for specialized training in the use of audio postproduction techniques and the skills necessary to compete in the entertainment, communications, and multimedia industries. Students are introduced to techniques and equipment currently used in digital audio postproduction

CAN RTVF- 20 Intermediate Television (Video) Production

2 hours lecture, 3 hours lab, 3 units

Intermediate television (video) production intended for the student seeking employment in the television (video), editing, video production, and multimedia industries. Emphasis on theory and practice in television (video) production including planning, writing, producing, staging, and directing. May be applied to interviews, commercials, public service announcements, dramatic pieces, multimedia, and other program segments. (FT) Transfer Credit: CSU
