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Background:

The IMPAC work group on Radio/TV/Film met at the LAX Radisson on Saturday May 6th, 2006 as part of the statewide meeting of IMPAC. The group met to finalize the course descriptors and complete course content review of courses to be submitted for a common transfer number system. The descriptor and content of the two LDTP accepted courses were also covered. The group also discussed the "15 unit" group of courses that would be campus-to-campus transfer. The following is the result of that meeting. 

Work done:

The group reviewed a set of RTVF course descriptors and finalized the language for recommendation to the CAN/CID/TCN or whatever system offers common transfer. The group also reviewed the two courses that were selected for the LDTP six unit set for the major to complete content review. The numbering sequence was discussed and the priority of which courses might be developed for articulation and transfer numbers first. The group revised the sequence list (attached) to place more common courses in the lower RTVF numbers sequence. A suggestion was made to develop and add a courses in “editing the visual image” and television news program production.

The RTVF IMPAC work group reviewed and finalized the course content of the following courses:

CAN RTVF-2 Introduction to Electronic Media

CAN RTVF- 4 Introduction to Cinema

CAN RTVF- 6 Audio Production

CAN RTVF-8 Media Writing

CAN RTVF- 10 Video Field Production

CAN RTVF- 12 Television Studio Operations

CAN RTVF-14 Motion Picture Production

These are the most common courses in the RTVF content area and match many of the existing courses now offered in the many media programs in the CSUs and the Community Colleges. The course outcomes were reviewed and a “final” version was created.

Recommendations:

The group agreed that with a common group of more than 15 units to select from, each campus could have its own set yet the students would have a better chance to transfer more of the 15 units sequence. Once a core set of introduction and skills courses are completed and transferred into the CSU program, the student could focus on the specialization offered by the specific CSU campus.

Recommendations and comments on IMPAC:

The RTVF group agreed that the work done through IMPAC was and will be critical to the success of the students transferring between colleges. Also that the importance of the CAN system could not be overstated and that without some common state transfer system the years of work done through CAN to provide student a path for transfer and the enormous amount of work and cost that went into the present system would be lost and the state forced to pay again for the cost of developing such a system. A recommendation was that the state pay for the CAN operation so that CSU and the CCs would not bear the cost of operating the transfer organization.
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
