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1. 
1. Introductions were made because of new faculty participants.  News in the discipline was shared by all:

· A federal Abraham Lincoln Scholarship proposal will allow for 5,000 students to study abroad; this would be a federal program if passed by Congress.
· College of the Canyons has a number of service learning projects of interest.
2. A question arose from the general discussion, “Does credit by examination generate FTES?”  Only if the credit by exam procedure involves enrollment in a course.
3. Minutes from the April 15, 2005 meeting were reviewed.

4. The letter to counselors was edited by all present.  Tom will email the final draft to all for approval. [Attached separately]
5. There were CSU Lower Division Transfer Major Project (LDTP) Spanish discipline concerns:

a. Explanation of “* Course descriptor to be modified” for CAN SPAN SEQ B needs clarification.  It was the opinion of the faculty present that the CSU faculty involved in defining LDTP’s should share information with the IMPAC discipline group.  Simultaneously while LDTP faculty have been convening, the IMPAC faculty have been reviewing CAN descriptors.

b. Under “Semester Unit Requirement”, 8 units total for two language courses contradicts what was recommended by the IMPAC Foreign Language faculty after two years of discussion and consensus.  Foreign language courses were recommended to carry five semester units of credit.  This was believed to be necessary for students to advance successfully to the next level of the language studied.  We would like more info on why the second year LDTP in Spanish needs 8 units instead of 10.  
6. Student Learning Outcomes (SLO’s)

Since all colleges have to write SLO’s, there was consensus to share.  The CCCFLC will receive and share SLO’s around the state.
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
