1. Speech-Communication Discipline Meeting Notes

2. Welcome & Introductions
 Jane Patton, Mission College

17 faculty were present from 4 CSUs and 10 community colleges.

3. Jane explained that Sam Edelman has been the lead for our discipline but he has now taken a job at a private university and needed to resign his IMPAC position.  Jane Patton stepped in.

Our discipline did not have an articulation officer so Clyde Brewer, AO at SJSU came in for a few minutes at the beginning to answer a few questions.
4. Review of prior work done in our discipline meetings
We reviewed the work done over the last several years in north and south as well as statewide discipline meetings.  Most of those present today have attended in the past.

5. Name of discipline

Given that our regional and national organizations no longer use the title “Speech”; and nearly all CSUs and a majority of community colleges no longer call their departments “Speech” and given that the official name of our discipline for community colleges now is “Communication Studies,” the group recommends the discipline name be changed to Communication Studies---for any future IMPAC meetings and for LDTP. 

 Gerrianne Merrigan from San Francisco State sits on the LDTP group for our discipline and she will forward our recommendation to them.  That means that we recommend the prefix “COMM” be used instead of “SPCH” as was used in CAN and first versions of LDTP work.  This recommendation also applies to C-ID when it is developed.

d. Unfinished business: course descriptors.  Today we broke into 4 small groups and revised the descriptors.  Please see the recommendation that follows these meeting notes.

6. Next year

a. What can we do to help ensure IMPAC continues?  We discussed things we can do locally and statewide.

i. Regional meetings--What has worked well in some areas? The example of a CSU organizing a regional articulation meeting was given; it is hoped that other colleges or universities will do something similar.

ii. What else can we do to keep channels of communication open between colleges and universities for out discipline?  We discussed a need to discuss resurrecting a statewide COMM organization and having a panel at WSCA for Calif. colleges and universities to hold such a conversation.  Tasha Van Horn agreed to look into this idea.  Everyone is asked to send her ideas and information (e.g. historical information about our prior work).
7. Discussion of our positions on these: hybrid, mediated, use of PowerPoint

8. Other

We had a discussion of AB 2168 and strategies for advocacy and arguments/evidence for importance of public speaking (oral comm) requirement.

Title:
Public Speaking

Description:
Theory and techniques of public speaking in a democratic society. Discovery, development, and criticism of ideas in public discourse through research, reasoning, organization, composition, presentation, and evaluation of informative and persuasive speeches.

Objectives
Students will be able to:

a.
Apply the basic principles of ethical and responsible public communication in a diverse society.


b.
Demonstrate that they have become more effective communicators.  This involves an analysis of their communication situation, audience, occasion, and purpose; selection of appropriate and socially significant subject matter; research, analysis, and organization of material; presentation of the message; and oral and written evaluation of the effectiveness of their communication.


c.
Demonstrate that they have become more analytical and critical thinkers and communicators, both as speakers and as listeners.


d.
Demonstrate confidence and competency in delivering speeches extemporaneously.


e.   Demonstrate understanding of and competence in information literacy.

SPCH  COMM 6

Title:
Argumentation

Description:
Methods of critical inquiry and advocacy. Identifying fallacies in reasoning and language, testing evidence and evidence sources, advancing a reasoned position, and defending and refuting arguments. Analysis, presentation, and evaluation of oral and written arguments.

Objectives Students will be able to:
a.  Distinguish between effective and fallacious reasoning based on standards of proof.

b.  Learn ethical and civil discourse through appreciation for arguments supporting multiple perspectives on controversial topics.

c.  Apply principles and procedures of argumentation, orally advocate, challenge and defend positions on socially significant controversies.

d.  Discover credible evidence through systematic research and evaluate the utility of that evidence to support and refute a case.

e.  Construct and adapt arguments for targeted audiences.

SPCH  COMM 8

Title:
Interpersonal Communication

Description:
Principles of verbal and nonverbal transactions that occur in personal relationships. Study of theory and research findings and their application to communication in interpersonal relationships in personal and professional contexts.

Objectives
Students will be able to:

a. Examine ways that communication creates, develops and changes personal identities.

b. Analyze ways communication constructs, enacts, maintains and changes interpersonal relationships and social and cultural realities

c. Practice ethical interpersonal communication founded on communication theory and research.

d. Diagnose conflict in interpersonal relationships and demonstrate appropriate conflict resolution methods.

SPCH  COMM 10

Title:
Small Group Communication

Description:
Principles of communication in a variety of group contexts. Theory, application, and evaluation of group communication processes, including problem solving, conflict management, decision-making, and leadership.

Objectives
Students will be able to:

a. Participate effectively and ethically in small groups through responsible listening, verbal and nonverbal communication and conflict management.

b.  As a group member, demonstrate an ability to research, critically evaluate and accurately report information, engage in sound reasoning, organize effectively, adapt to the audience and situation, and present viewpoints in small groups.

c.  Improve critical reasoning and creative thinking by examining, evaluating and using the models and methods of problem solving and decision making in small group settings.

d. Demonstrate effective leadership skills with an understanding of leadership theories.

e. Demonstrate understanding of the psychological, social, and cultural basis and significance of oral communication as it occurs in diverse groups.
