SUMMARY REPORT ON THE PROPOSED

ADN-BSN COLLABORATIVE PROJECT BETWEEN

THE NURSING PROGRAMS AT

CSU SACRAMENTO AND SACRAMENTO CITY COLLEGE

In order to meet the need of the State of California for more baccalaureate prepared nurses and to fully utilize the nursing education resources provided by two of the educational systems in California, the Division of Nursing at California State University Sacramento and the Department of Nursing at Sacramento City College, propose to offer a collaborative program leading to the BS in nursing.

Number of Students to be Enrolled

Eight (8) students will be admitted into the pilot.  Students will have completed the required re-requisites to the clinical nursing sequence at CSUS, completed Nursing 11 at CSUS during Fall 2001, and have met the admission requirements to the clinical nursing programs at CSUS.

Degree Granting

CSU Sacramento will grant the Bachelor of Science degree in Nursing at the completion of the program.  Upon completion of the fourth semester of the collaborative program Sacramento City College will grant an Associate of Science with a major in Nursing.  This particular aspect of the collaborative is still under discussion.  The intention of the proposal was not to have the students “finish” a nursing program until the BS was conferred.  The need to award an AS has to do with funding in the community college system.  Further discussion is occurring with the Vice-President at Sacramento City College.

Eligibility for Licensure

If the student receives an AS in Nursing at the completion of the fourth semester in the pilot (1st  Semester Senior Year), the student will be eligible to take the NCLEX examination as a graduate of a nursing program.   Students in the CSUS baccalaureate program currently are eligible to sit for licensure at the same point, however, they are discouraged from taking the exam as a non-graduate because of potential reciprocity issues.  It would defeat the purpose of the proposal and the socialization process desired if students took the licensure examination and postponed completion of the final semester in the pilot.  Students in the pilot will be strongly advised to complete the 5 semester sequence before taking the exam.

Proposed Program Sequence

The 10 students in the initial group will be entering the nursing program sequence in the 2nd semester of the sophomore year, completing five (5) semesters.  The 5th and final semester will be exclusively at CSUS.  The students will be admitted concurrently to both CSUS and SCC, taking at least one course at CSUS while essentially completing the pre-licensure courses at SCC.  The courses at CSUS focus on the baccalaureate role development and upper division General Education.  Summer semesters are available if a student chooses to take a lighter load during Fall or Spring.  Summer is not required for the program sequence.  The sequence is detailed on the following page. 

Cost to Student

For the pilot project the Guest Fee available between the community colleges and the CSU will be used when students are only taking one course at CSUS.  Students would pay the “guest fee” ($10 per course) to CSUS for two (2) semesters (2nd semester sophomore and 1st semester junior), part-time fees ($630) at CSUS for two (2) semesters (2nd semester junior and 1st semester senior), and full-time fees ($960) at CSUS for one (1) semester (2nd semesters senior).  Additional fees would be required for summer, but are optional for the student.  If this program became a model for obtaining the BS, financial aid or grants to attend nursing school would cover the cost.

30 Unit Option Students

Licensed Vocational Nurses will be accommodated in the traditional SCC-ADN or the CSUS-BS programs.  LVNs desiring the 30-Unit Option route will not be admitted to the collaborative program during this initial phase.
