Summary of 11/4/04 IMPAC/ELC Meeting UC Davis

Attendees:   See attached list of pre-registrants and minutes of the Engineering Liaison Council.
1)  A joint meeting of the IMPAC Engineering discipline was held in conjunction with the Engineering Liaison Council at the University of California, Davis.  A total of approximately 55 individuals including local community college counselors, administrators (several of which are also faculty members) and staff from 4-yr institutions attended the meeting.  The IMPAC engineering lead faculty member and articulation officer, Dan Chang, and Trevor Rodriguez respectively, were in attendance. Gary Ford (UCD), Chair of ELC, began the meeting with a focus session reviewing the status of the SCIGETC proposal and the last transfer curriculum discussion regarding updating the Engineering Articulation Guideline (EAG).  The ELC does not support the SCIGETC proposal as it tends to be more appropriate for the biological sciences than for physical sciences and does not meet the needs of the engineering transfer students.  Instead of SCIGETC the ELC recommends development of a transfer guidance that emphasizes major preparation that would benefit the various areas within engineering.
2)    Bob Giomi (UCB) then reported on behalf of the Lower Division Requirements/Guidance Committee.  The status of the UC and CSU transfer curricula were presented:  UC had not completed an agreed upon lower division course guidance as of the meeting, and CSU did not present any changes to the proposal from the Spring ELC meeting.  The CSU Chancellor's Office has initiated a Lower Division Transfer Patterns (LDTP) project.  Jolayne Service (Dean, Academic Program Planning for the CSU Chancellor’s Office), introduced Executive Order 918, which mandates Lower Division Transfer Patterns (LDTP) by Major and Admissions Priority.  All CSUs will be required to develop a LDTP as of fall 2006.  The question raised by some members of the ELC was how the efforts of IMPAC and the ELC would benefit or assist CSU in its execution of EO 918.  According to Jolayne Service, IMPAC will not serve as the driving force to the LDTP but its participants will be encouraged to consult the findings from the various disciplines of the IMPAC project.  

A common LDTP is to be developed for civil and mechanical engineering majors, and for the electrical engineering, electrical engineering and electronics, and computer engineering majors. Joel Ferguson (UCSC) presented a memorandum (dtd. 11/3/04) from Richard Hughey (UCSC) to the ELC describing a draft version of a two-tiered Engineering Transfer Curriculum (ETC) for discussion.   

3)  Engineering Lead Chang attended the afternoon UC segment meeting.  Each of the UC engineering programs were represented except for UCLA and UC Merced.  It was determined that a two-tiered guidance pattern was a good model and would be developed.  The base would consist of courses that would valuable to every campuses' engineering majors.  Tentative agreement was reached among those present that the "ETCBase" courses would likely include the following:

· 2 courses in Composition: English Composition, Critical Thinking/English Composition

· 1 course in Arts or Humanities

· 1 course in Social and Behavioral Sciences (recommend US History and Government, if needed)

· 5 courses in Mathematics: calculus (2 courses), multivariable calculus (1 course), differential equations (1 course), linear algebra (1 course)

· 1 course Chemistry

· 2 courses in Physics: full sequence of calculus-based physics and laboratories (courses to be explicitly described in a manner similar to mathematics)

· 1 course Programming: introductory programming for engineering and CS majors

· 1 course Introduction to Engineering or Skills for Engineering Success: frosh course or choice of courses specified by community college engineering faculty designed to expose students to engineering methodology and the excitement of engineering (recommended)

· 1 course oral communications (required for CSU, recommended for UC)

The "ETCAdvanced" courses will likely be broken down by major, indicating differences among requirements and recommendations at the various campuses.  It was felt that breaking down the "advanced lower division courses by majors will be more useful to students, who are more likely to know the engineering major they would like to pursue early on rather than the institution at which they will be taking upper division coursework.  Prior to the Spring ELC meeting, each UC engineering program is to have an ETCAdvanced courses recommendation for each of its majors ready for discussion.

4)  At the ELC Business Meeting the CSU, Community College, Independent Colleges and UC segments reported on their individual segment meetings.   Of relevance to IMPAC, the CSU recommendation for guidance will be deferred until after the LDTP engineering program meetings have taken place.  As indicated above the UC segment will attempt to reach consensus on transfer guidance at the spring meeting.

5)  A date was set for the spring meeting, Thursday and Friday March 10th and 11th 2005.  The venue will be at CSU Northridge.
