Welcome and Introductions: 
CPAAC Chair, Mark E. Bender called the meeting to order at 2:15 P.M. at the Oxford Suites in Chico.  Self introductions of committee members and university representatives followed.  
Mark Bender provided an explanation of the meeting packets and expense reimbursement procedures.  He passed out CD’s with the latest curriculum and articulation information to the university Reps.
CAN Update (MB)

Seventy-eight Course Descriptors in the six agriculture sub-discipline areas have been submitted to the CAN Board for review.  It is understood that the descriptors, which include catalog descriptions and objectives, represent  80% to 85% of the material covered at individual institutions.  This allows for individual college and university differences and local enhancements that meet individual program needs.  At this time the CAN Board is not willing to consider upper division courses in the CAN system.  
Discussion followed…Will the new CAN model work for us in agriculture?  
Approval of CPAAC/IMPAC minutes of the Statewide IMPAC/CPAAC Meeting of April 30 - May 1 (LAX) and the Summer CPAAC/IMPAC Meeting of June 20, 2004 (Cal Poly SLO)
Ron Nishinaka/Charlie Crabb M/S/P with no additions or corrections -
Phase III Curriculum Revision Update (CCC Ag Curriculum Chairs and Co-Chairs)
Dave Mendonsa, Agriculture Business: All courses are done.  
Discussion followed concerning how Ag Computers are infused in each program as well as which application programs are emphasized/taught.

· At Cal Poly, the Ag Computer class has been dropped from the curriculum.  Students are expected to have the computer skills at entrance.

· General feeling that even though students are exposed a great deal to computers, much of this exposure does not make them computer literate, thus the need for this course to be taught at our level.
· At Chico, the upper division Ag Business Sales class is now going to be lower division (Fall 2005)

· Howard Lewis told of the success of his 2 on-line business courses.  10 out of the 16 finish successfully.  

John Mendes, Animal Science:  The courses in this Phase have been completed.  Animal Health and Sanitation and Animal Breeding and Reproduction are challenging in that they are taught at the lower division in the community college and upper division at the university.  Students end up having to repeat them at the university.  The Intro to Animal Science began as a lecture-only class and now some schools are offering this with a lab which makes it GE Lab Science applicable.  He would like to be able to further clarify an Introduction to Animal Science course with a lab in the statewide curriculum.  

· David Lopes – There will be some discussion on the addition of an Animal Health Technician or Veterinary Technician program at the CC Midwinter curriculum committee meeting.  He is looking for people to serve on this committee.  

Richard Nimphius, Forestry and Natural Resources:
He has a list of course changes that need review.  He met with the people at Humboldt and the feeling is that not too many students are going in this direction. 
· Kasey Wade said that a new course called Environmental Conservation and Park Management had just been established at Santa Rosa JC.  

· Cal Poly has an Environment Management Program within the Forestry and Natural Resources with 100 new majors in the fall.  Parks and Recreation may be an area to look at for the future.  

Ron Nishinaka, Environmental Horticulture:  They have reviewed 5 courses and have very few changes.  
Dave Clark, Mechanized Agriculture:  These course descriptors and outlines are generic in nature, which leaves a great deal of room for local enrichment.  We need to identify which of these courses are taught at the university or could transfer as electives.  

· CSU Chico articulates the basic courses and accepts any of the other courses as transferable electives.
Mike Morales, Plant Science:  Changes are minimal due to the extensive input from industry, community college and university personnel.  He has e-mailed the deans in order to facilitate better response times from the universities.

Discussion followed concerning funding for faculty release time, which is not available and the importance of the university chairs in this process.  Dr. Bender stated that we provide the entire curriculum and articulation on CD to University Deans and Chairs facilitating communication.  Attaching large numbers of course outlines can be problematic and overwhelming to someone not familiar with the process.
Deadline for submission of curricular changes

Mark Bender – The deadline for receiving curriculum changes is the end of January so that he can get the updated CD distributed by Summer Conference.  Also, if there is additional or modified university articulation, we need to submit those to the CPAAC Office immediately.  Mark will formalize the articulation with the universities and get signatures, etc.  
Industry Discipline Collaborative Grant (Sustainable Ag Update Laura Mendes/MB)
At the San Luis Obispo meeting, four courses were discussed.  
1.  Intro to Sustainable Agriculture …a Natural Science based G.E. course

2.  Expanded Sustainable Agriculture …a Natural Science based non G.E. course

3.  A sustainable Ag skills lab course (college farm practicum)

4.  A Social Science G.E. course taught by an agriculture instructor that focuses on social and economics issues associated with sustainable agriculture.

Laura asked for names of faculty who would be interested in becoming involved.
· Mark Bender – This curriculum project is a little different and the PowerPoints are a real positive step toward including sustainability in other ag curriculum.  

· Another suggestion was to offer an organic certification class or short course. 
· Charlie Crabb – Could there be a partnership between the USDA and the community colleges for certification training?

· David Lopes – Environmental literacy make it an area E …lifelong learning
· Mark Bender – There is now an upper division version of Agriculture, Environment and Society which meets the F.3 requirement.  This is a model of looking at agriculture and how it interfaces with the world.  

Joint CPAAC/IMPAC Meetings (State IMPAC meeting report MB)
The next Northern region IMPAC meeting will be January 29, 2005 at the San Francisco Westin.  Ag will not meet at either the Northern or Southern meeting, instead will attend the Annual Statewide IMPAC meeting April 29-30 in Los Angeles.  We will hold a joint IMPAC/CPAAC meeting at that time.  Informal consensus is to have all ag specific activities finalized on Friday. Anyone interested in staying Saturday for sub-groups or other discipline areas can do so.  

Mark your calendars for June 19 (the Sunday prior to CATA Conference) for the summer CPAAC/IMPAC meeting at Embassy Suites in San Luis Obispo.  IMPAC will pay for at least one night’s accommodation and travel for all people to attend this meeting.  
CAN Descriptors, New Ag Prefixes (CD to Universities MB)

CAN is only an implied articulation, not a legislated articulation between community colleges and universities.  At this time, it does not take the place of campus to campus articulation.  Most campuses already have an articulation agreement between individual community colleges and specific universities.   Using the old system, the CAN descriptor was a brief catalog-like description.  Now the CAN descriptors include objectives.  The CAN Board has decided that in order for a course to be CANned, 75% of the CSU discipline chairs have to be in agreement.  A non-response is considered an agreement.  
One of the CAN Board members said that no upper division courses will be considered.  Dr. Bender maintains that if the CAN system is going to work, it has to work for everyone, especially the community colleges serving 1.6 million students.  There is ongoing discussion on this topic.  
On the positive side, 78 courses in 6 sub-disciplines have been submitted for CANning.  The descriptors are all very well written with measurable objectives.  The CAN Board does not want to accommodate our 3 digit numbering code.  A list of a newly proposed numbering system was circulated.  Courses not falling into the existing 6 sub-disciplines can either be included in the Ag General category, if appropriate, or we could add other sub-disciplines.
· John Mendes – Will this sequence allow us to interject courses?

· Mark Bender – Yes, the odd numbers are quarter courses and the even numbers are semester courses and we have left room between each course number for another course that logically falls at that place.  There are also many numbers above those currently assigned for future additions.  Other ideas…Courses taught as both upper division and lower division can be denoted with an asterisk.  
M/S/P Mark Anglin/John Mendes to adopt the Agriculture numbering system with 2 digit sub discipline and course numbers as outlined and submitted to the CAN Board.  Passed unanimously.
Pest Control Advisors License courses

Mark Bender submitted to the California Department of Pesticide Regulation a list of standardized statewide courses that satisfy the educational requirements for the Pesticide Advisor’s License.  Once DPR has acted on the submission it can go on their website as well as the CCAGCANS website.  David DaSilva shared that this would be voted upon at the January DPR Committee meeting (David is a member of this committee).
Agriculture Preparatory Core for Transfer Project (IMPAC MB)
There is a movement within the CSU system to identify and define a lower division preparatory core for all transfer students.  Please discuss this during the break out groups and let Mark know if the previously developed (Statewide IMPAC meeting 2004) cores are going to work or if modification is needed.  
· Discussion followed as to challenges of trying to come up with a one-size-fits-all preparatory core.
· Mark Anglin suggested a “Transfer guide to a major” booklet be developed 

· John Mendes would really appreciate the input from universities regarding important required courses.  

· Mark Bender would like to see each institution do this for their incoming transfer students.  Should this be an initiative that CPAAC takes on for ag?

· Dave Daley – The burden needs to go back to the university.

· Leimone Waite – Cal Poly does this on their web-site.  The requirements are clarified for the students.

Student Learning Outcomes (Revision of Course Descriptions/Objectives)
These are now part of WASC accreditation.  Should we have a workshop with a presentation on writing SLO’s?  
· Frank Tebeau – In San Luis Obispo, every campus is struggling with this for the purpose of accreditation.  It would be helpful to have a model.  Having a list of SLO’s for each standardized course would be very helpful.

· Mark Bender – Do we need to make this a priority?  Mark will try to schedule Janet Fultz for a workshop at the statewide IMPAC meeting. He will try to find funding. A sign-up sheet went around for a sub-committee regarding SLO’s.  

Course Unit Presentations contest…develop course materials for statewide curriculum

· Mark Bender - There are people who are really good at developing class materials…PowerPoints, etc.  Would they be willing to share with the state?  
· Dave Lopes – There is some CPAAC money to play with if we want to have a contest at the State Conference.
· We will develop a plan and contest to occur at State CATA Conference.
