Minutes for the CPAAC/IMPAC Statewide Meeting

December 3, 2005 Santa Rosa

Chair, Mark Bender called the meeting to order at 9:00a.m.  December 3, 2005 at the CCC Agriculture Midwinter Conference held in Santa Rosa, CA.

Minutes for the June 29, 2005 meeting at Cal Poly, SLO were approved with a correction to the spelling of Mike Speiss name.  Moved and seconded by (Howard Lewis/Mike Speiss) Motion passed.

Curriculum Chairs/Co-Chairs presented updates to current curriculum:

Ag Business (Howard Lewis, Consumnes River) –Length of the Outlines were a concern in a couple of the courses.  Farm Management and Marketing only transfer as an elective because they are upper division at the CSU.  The committee is still working on pulling together SLO’s and Power Points for each course.

Animal Science (John Mendes, Modesto) - This rotation had many of the specialty courses that only a few colleges teach.  The committee has developed an Animal Science class with a lab that works as a General Education course for Life Sciences.  They followed CSU, Chico’s model for course and lab.  The committee would like to submit this course as a G.E. course.  Michelle McFarland has Student Learning Outcomes done for 9 of the 14 Animal Science courses.

Environmental Horticulture (Ron Nishinaka, Reedly) - The committee has completed student Learning Outcomes and updates for the five courses under review.  The committee also added example measurement tools for Student Leaning Outcomes.  Other Changes included updating the plant list in the two Plant Materials courses to 200 and adding the new labeling standards to the Plant Propagation course.

Forestry/Natural Resources (Kasey Wade, Santa Rosa) – The committee has three courses articulated with Humboldt and three courses updated.

Mechanized Agriculture (Jim Anderson, Merced) – The committee did not have many revisions to the courses.  But they have several power points ready to go.  Jim passed out outlines and demonstrated the Power Points for small engines, diesel engines and electrical systems.  They are very well done with lots of animation.

Plant Science (Mike Morales, Modesto) Committee is still working on revisions and Student Learning Outcomes.
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Industry Discipline Collaborative Grant : Vet Tech. (Marlies Boyd, Modesto)- The work plan for this grant was passed out.  A committee has been formed to work on the curriculum.  Committee members are: Gay Garelella, Bakersfield; Stan Gorden, Shasta: Casey Cole-Catnell, Santa Rosa; Julie Haynes, Modesto; Marlies Boyd, Modesto; and Ron Terra, Veterinarian.  The first committee meeting will be at Modesto on December 9th, 2005.  Course outlines for Vet Tech. Courses are needed for the committee to review.

Mark Bender led a discussion of possible topics for future grants.  Suggestions included : Internships, Precision Ag., Winery Lab Tech., Ag Education, PCA Licensing,  Farm Waste Water/Erosion Control. After some discussion it was Moved by Howard Lewis, (Consumnes River) and seconded by Mike Speiss, (CSU, Chico) that next year’s grant process should focus on Student Learning Outcomes, Developing a Power Point Library for existing curriculum areas and Developing an Internship Guide for all Curriculum areas.   Motion passed.  There was suggestion that the following two years could include developing curriculum for Precision Ag and Food Processing.

Articulation-Mark Bender passed out current articulation grid and reminded committee members that as universities change course numbers, such as CSU, Chico just did, that we need to update the numbers in our articulation outline.  Mark will be sending out the letter to articulation officers and Agriculture Chair in the next few weeks.

Power Point Collection- Don Borges is working on the process to collect power points.  For now, if you would like to submit you can contact Don Borges at Modesto Jr. College.

Student Learning Outcomes- Leimone Waite (Shasta) passed out an example of an assessment tool for Student Learning Outcomes. 

Lower Division Transfer Prep. – Charlie Crabb (CSU, Chico) led a discussion of this new requirement for transfer students.
