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Summary of Identified Issues:

· The 12-unit Computer Science core, based on the ACM/IEEE 2001 Computing Curricula which had been developed over several years under the auspices of IMPAC, formed the basis of the Computer Sciences requirement for LDTP.  As such, a presentation to CAN was deemed superfluous especially as the CSU system was developing its own version of CAN for the LDTP project. 
· There is general concern regarding the continued decline in Computer Science enrollments and a growing trend among the Community Colleges to drop their Computer Science offerings.

· The U.C. Irvin model for articulation with regional CCs is still viewed as being worth study for possible adoption by some of the CSU campuses.

Identified Trends/Future Directions:

· The idea of short regional meetings centered at individual CSU campuses has considerable appeal and should be pursued even if IMPAC is not funded in the future.

· Declining CS enrollment which began a few years ago continues as a major area of concern.  Last year’s  indications that the trend might be leveling off proved to be false but the upturn in employment opportunities recently is very encouraging. However it may take a few years for the improved employment opportunities to produce a positive effect on enrollments.  

· The cohort currently graduating entered during, or just after, boom times for Computer Science enrollments; with their graduation this, and next, year a severe shortage of upper division enrollment may be evident across the CSU system.

· It is generally felt that local articulation will remain important as few transfer students are likely to follow the LDTP guidelines. 

Recommendations for the Discipline:
· Again this year CS was unable to meet with CIS though there was considerable ‘offline’ dialog between the two related disciplines.  It will be more important to coordinate in the future if the shared pool of students continues to decline.
· Were IMPAC to continue, it was felt that regional meetings supplemented by a statewide meeting would be the best format for future both as regards to LDTP and the issue of local articulations which are likely remain the predominant consideration for transfer students.
