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The meeting consisted of describing the IEEE/ACM Curriculum 2001 approach to articulating the lower division core curriculum for computer science. The Curriculum 2001 document defines eight different lower division course sequences with a common set of knowledge units. It was explained that using the Curriculum 2001 approach and reviewing the set of courses offered at each institution to match the knowledge units identified in the Curriculum 2001 document with the lower division courses offered at each institution would provide a method to articulate a lower division program no matter what the individual courses were. This assumes that a student would complete the sequence of courses at an institution (or at an institution that offers the same sequence of courses, e. g. community colleges in the same area). It was generally accepted that this would provide a good approach for transfer of students. 

It was announced that a web site has been developed that will provide a link to the computer science course descriptions of any public institution that provides the appropriate information. 

The discussion turned to the relationship of some community colleges with some UC and CSU campuses. The concerns centered on the refusal of some of the four-year institutions not accepting even a course articulation/acceptance.
