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The meeting began with reviewing the IEEE/ACM Curriculum 2001 approach to the teaching of the lower division in computer science. The discussion then turned to the program articulation used by the University of California, Irvine which is based upon the IEEE/ACM Curriculum. The knowledge units expected in the UCI are almost entirely included the Curriculum 2001 document. The discussion resulted in the addition of other knowledge units as well as learning outcomes of the Curriculum 2001 document to the program articulation proposal. In addition, it was decided that each knowledge unit in the  articulation document should include the number of hours as suggested in the Curriculum 2001 document.

A discussion of CAN descriptors ensued and it was decided that more detailed descriptions were necessary which would include course topics and learning outcomes.  

A discussion regarding support courses (mathematics, and science) was began and it was decided to attempt to complete the grid for computer science for all four year institutions.

Both the program articulation and grid documents are to be distributed to all four year institutions and community colleges.
