A. Lower Division Transfer Program update

B. Nutrition Letter, which defines the 45/15 pattern for nutrition/dietetics students, was sent out to articulation officers Counselors Department Chairs and Program Directors in November.

III. Review and revision of CAN Descriptors

A. Learning outcomes

1. Goals, Objectives and Student Learning Outcomes were reviewed

a. Goal is target, generally broad

b. Objectives detail course content and activities

c. Student Learning Objectives are action items for students

2. The new CAN model includes Student Learning Outcomes 

3. CAN descriptors for Introduction to the Professions, Introduction to Foods and Nutrition Science were examined.

4. Revised descriptors and learning outcomes for all three are attached.

B. Nutrition

1. The majority of the afternoon was spent discussion the nutrition class offered for GE at the community colleges and the transfer nutrition class to be used by the major in nutrition/dietetics.  Coordination is this class is still considered to be more difficult

2. For many campuses, nutrition is in Area B GE.  GE descriptive criteria may differ from campus to campus, i.e. fact from fiction, diversity, and writing component are components at San Jose, 

3. In reality, CAN is actually for Major classes, not for GE.  Therefore, it was decided to revise the nutrition science FCS 2 to fit a description for a nutrition class for nutrition/nursing majors. No descriptor for the GE nutrition will be developed.  Instead, this will be left to individual campuses.

4. Components for a nutrition class for majors were identified:

a. Nutrients:  name/structure, food source, function, digestion, absorption, metabolism, toxicity, deficiency, requirements

b. Energy Balance:  Over and under disorder, metabolism

c. Digestion and absorption

d. Life Span

e. Nutrition standards and guidelines

f. Scientific method, research and statistics

g. Nutrition and health issue

h. Diet analysis 

5. Course description was revised and learning objectives were written, draft attached.

C. Sharing concerns were shared on the curriculum for nurses and physician, and the extent of their nutrition information.

D. There was a brief discussion on the CAN process.

E. CAN Descriptors and Course Objectives will be sent to all campus representatives with a request to share and review them with colleagues.  Textbooks used for the classes will be solicited.  The intent is to review these documents and finalize them at the Statewide meeting April 39 with the hope to send at least two or the three (Principles of Food and Introduction to the Professions) to the CAN Board in June.
