A brief summary meeting was held at the Town and Country Hotel, San Diego, in conjunction with The California Dietetic Association Annual Meeting. 

Those in attendance felt that Nutrition and Food Science had a distinct advantage since we are accredited programs under the auspices of the Commission on Accreditation for Dietetic Association.  This has made it much easier to develop a transfer pattern for students going from the two-year to the four-year schools.  Seventy-five percent of courses need to articulate to the four-year from the community college.

Eleanor shared a flow chart developed by Orange Coast that will aid students as they transfer in nutrition or culinology.  The transfer pattern developed by the IMPAC group was used.

Changes were made by some universities to facilitate articulation.  San Jose changed their Careers course to a lower division so classes taught at community colleges will transfer.

It was suggested that further communication be facilitated by use of video conferencing as well as regional meetings.

LDTP will still continue.

Another issue discussed was the decreased qualifications for faculty at community colleges.
