IMPAC/CPAAC Statewide Conference Meeting Minutes

April 30, 2005

Radisson Hotel, LAX Airport, Los Angeles

The Statewide IMPAC meeting began with breakfast and an overview of Statewide Initiatives and the status of IMPAC by Kate Clark, President of the CCC Academic Senate, Cliff Brunk, Vice-chair, UC Academic Senate, and David McNeil, Chair CSU Academic Senate.  It was noted that the CAN System has been dissolved.  Discussion followed with concerns form many CC faculty as to what this actually means.  ASSIST will continue to be utilized as central to any CSU/UC initiatives for the time being.

Welcome & Introductions

The meeting was called to order by IMPAC Lead and CPAAC Chair Mark Bender at 11:05 am.  Self introductions were made.

Approval of Minutes, Midwinter Meeting 12/2/04…msp (Nimphius/Lopes)

Update on Ag CAN Descriptors

Mark Bender related the process of obtaining CAN Board Approval for the Statewide Agriculture Curriculum.  The CAN Board Proposal was distributed.  After a great deal of work, with the excellent assistance of Julie Adams (CCC Academic Senate Office/IMPAC Director), we were able to obtain approval for the new Ag Prefix and CAN numbers and CAN over 60 courses included in our Statewide Agriculture Curriculum at the February CAN Board Meeting.  It is the feeling of IMPAC and the CAN Board that even though the CAN system has since been dissolved, the CAN numbers, as approved, will continue to be utilized.  The combined Academic Senates are currently discussing how to move forward on some type of standardized recognition for statewide articulated courses.

The New CAN AG Prefixes and Numbers as well as both the approved and non-approved Descriptors were distributed.  Additionally, a new course outline format was provided that now includes the existing CAN Descriptors and New Numbering System.  The Articulation Grid needs to be updated to reflect the new Numbering System, to be completed by Summer CPAAC/IMPAC Meeting in June.

Curriculum CD’s were distributed to the members in attendance with the proviso that an updated version would be distributed at the CATA Summer Conference and the CPAAC/IMPAC meeting in June 2005.

The Articulation Grid was distributed with the proviso that an updated version would be distributed at the CATA Summer Conference and the CPAAC/IMPAC meeting in June 2005.  It was noted that we really need to keep up with good communication between the CC and University Chairs to maintain and expand the articulation of our Statewide Curriculum.  The list of current Chairs was distributed.  There were no corrections or additional articulations at this time.

Student Learning Outcomes were discussed with consideration of including same in our Course Outlines.  A workbook for student learning outcomes was distributed and discussed by Mark Bender and Leimone Waite.  It was noted that the current objectives, as they are written, meet the minimum requirements for SLO’s as they are written well and include measurable outcome verbiage.  Expanding these to include the exact method for evaluation would be the next step in including SLO’s in our curriculum.

Impact of Change in Graduation Requirements for the Associate Degree to include Transfer-level Math and English was discussed and the possible ramifications of this new initiative.  How will this impact CC Agriculture programs?  This topic needs further discussion with possibility of a resolution developed in the future.

Lunch/Discussion/Wrap Up/Reimbursement

The group attended lunch where discussion and wrap-up commenced.  Reimbursement forms were distributed for completion.
