2. Carol discussed CAN classes and what that means. 

· She referred to handout in binder and gave a general description and the recommendation that we separate Child Development and ECE. 

· Faculty to faculty based agreement and discussion

· Determine title and numbering

· They have not been reviewed for two years and now impact needs to review

· If college is not on the list they have not submitted paperwork

· CSU and community colleges have to both get classes CAN qualified and approved

· Students can us matrix and see what classes articulate to other colleges

· Higher levels of transfer now and CAN system supports that transfer

· Intersegmental system

· Questions- does this present a problem  for colleges on quarter system? Yes, quarter system can only articulate with quarter system colleges.

4. Lucy Berger- 

· Discussed “Universal Preschool” which is also called “Preschool for All”. Voluntary preschool for 3 and 4 year olds. Legislation AB 56 out of Steinberg’s office- master plan report for school readiness recommends that staff have B. A. degrees for lead teacher. Variety of criteria still being negotiated. 

· AB 56 group- workforce task force- delay with preparation of teachers and no funding. 

· Funding to be found for state wide program

· On ballot- CTA- new initiative from Rob Reiner who sponsored Prop 10 (first 5). The two initiatives in which one includes Universal Preschool to tax for funding for Universal Preschool and funds for K-12 system-outside Prop 98 world. 

· Similar to AB 56 – raise level of preparation but more flexible and doesn’t require within 5 years that they need B.A. degree. 

· New initiative is vague. All very strongly looks at folks getting B.A. or a credential (3-6 grade) or (0-8) not leaving behind infants and toddlers.

· Prep of teachers – this is a critical time- UC Berkeley (Marcy) involved in AB 56 and CTA initiatives.

· First 5 commission- 100 million dollars with matching component over few years to jump start Universal Preschool. 

· LA County agreed to invest 100 million for their own area to implement Universal Preschool model program

· San Mateo and Alpine investing as well

· Hard to say what will happen regarding Universal Preschool

· AB56 – Blue Ribbon Commission to develop competencies and content for classes. We need to work with CSU schools to show clear pathway between CSU and Community Colleges.

5. There is a need for stronger advising of students regarding transfer.

7. Matrix- Linda- 

· Consortium-federal childcare funds, funds ear marked to improve quality of programs.

· Contract with community colleges to pass along to students –reimburses students for tuition, books, etc.

· Last year served over 9000 students throughout 94 colleges.

· Tuition increase has had impact on this program

· Eligibility criteria for reimbursements for students differ

· Program will pay permit fees for application and fingerprinting for 3 lowest levels on permit.

· First 5 money can pay for any level on the permit but eligibility different. -7000 permits paid for last year (matrix in binder).

· CSU- career incentive grants that reimburse fees for applying for permits at this level (four year). Will also do for community colleges they don’t contract with (consortium).

· Need professional growth advisors-consortium trains people.

· Grant to proved technical assistance to programs (CARE).

· Basically the consortium is a great source of reimbursement and support for students seeking permits –everything they do supports getting permits.

· CARE- AB 212-retention programs funded thru first 5. 

· Ex: project rewards.

· Trying to reduce turnover and increase stability and increase wages in a small way

8. Discussion regarding barriers

· Losing qualified ECE people because once they get permit where can they go?

· College advisors need to discuss with students about meeting GE requirements and lower division classes. Focus on transferring.

· Problem- students should leave slots for three upper division GE classes that they need to take at CSU but since they do not know that they take a community college and retake at CSU.

· Issue of lower and upper division classes GE creates major problem

· Fresno City- AS degree not on transfer track. In addition, requirements change over the years. 

· Head Start- AS degree used to be huge and BA degree is so far away but required.

· AS degree-vocational degrees

· AA degree –transfer degree

· ECE A.S. degrees don’t transfer – practicum classes only transfer as electives

· Liberal students is often easier to articulate with than ECE

· Example; Imperial Valley College

· We need to bridge the gap between CSU and community college in regards to curriculum requirements. There needs to be curricular discussion.

9. Community Colleges created program based on becoming K-3 teacher but then rules change where students can be any major and take two tests. So community colleges did a lot of work and then rules changed.

· What to do? Offer child development degrees with different specializations?

· Community college advisors- look beyond A.S. degree  Problem? Students do not necessarily know that they want to go on but later decide to transfer but didn’t go that route so they took the wrong classes.

10. Napa College- Why are classes not transferable? K-12 will not support a K-3 credential, no support!

· Napa discussed the de-valuing of preschool teaching and how critical those years are.

· This region has most child development degrees at 4 year colleges.

11. Modesto- Introduction class really needs to focus on careers, abilities, transfer degrees and have students really look at options in the field. 

· Liberal studies students need to be trained in ECE.

12. Issue- most students working get lower level permit but most classes do not articulate. 

13. Move core classes to lower division such as Child Development, Child, Family and Community, curriculum.

· CSU accepts as lower division electives

14. Short discussion regarding apprentiship program.

· Lucy Berger talked about this and the question was raised about where community colleges bought in on this at?
