
Recommendations for the Child Development Discipline
The following recommendations were developed during discussions with faculty across the state during 2003-04.  These recommendations are dated recommendations and are not mandatory agreements among the segments.  While some disciplines have developed a core curriculum, this curriculum only suggests the core competencies and skills needed for lower division major preparation as recommended and discussed among the discipline faculty in attendance at IMPAC regional and statewide meetings.

Utilize National Association for Education of Young Children (NAEYC) & NCATE standards in updating CAN descriptors.  We also agreed to add Instructional Learning Outcomes (ILOs) before submitting revised descriptors to CAN.

Encourage four-year institutions to recognize 12 units of core classes as lower division preparation for the major.  Where appropriate, move upper division core classes to lower division so that course-to-course articulation can take place.
