 Goals for the day: 
 
1. New CAN descriptors and Numbers- in previous meetings had CD and CDE as most popular - perhaps we can decide on one by end of day - also the numbering system so it isn’t 4 and 14.
2. Common core of 12 units  - have Child Development and Child, family, Community. Recommend adhering to  licensing standards. 
3. Descriptors of CANned courses beyond narrative - broad goals, no SLO’s – 
4. Come up with additional 6 units to be CANed
 
Comments and Issues

Articulation and meeting student’s needs

· At 4-year programs the work is upper division and they often do not have classes that can articulate with community colleges. 

· These students cannot necessarily work in CHDV programs while obtaining their education. 

· Students need to meet Matrix requirements. 

· Recommendation for 3 unit courses instead of a combination of 2 unit courses for the 6 units required for the matrix. 

Common Core

· At four-year institutions, CHDV and EDUC are often housed in different areas so perhaps common class should not be a curriculum course, but rather diversity or something else that 4 years and 2 years both offer. 

· (As expressed by a 4-year participant) We really have 2 different programs here and shouldn’t be putting them into one – Referring to Elementary/Secondary Teacher prep or Research prep vs Preschool Teacher Education

· In CC level CHDV is a vocational program - perhaps there should be a different common core between those who are moving into the credential programs and those who are working on the matrix requirements.

· Elementary students don’t need to be forced into taking ECE units when they are not necessarily going to work with preschool children 

· Concern about early childhood specialization that will be required for universal preschool.

· The core may need to look different such as diversity/multicultural teaching, special needs children, etc. and stay away from ECE curriculum courses that are more specialized.  

· Universal Preschool task force has made it clear that there are 3 areas for work force preparation – It was expressed that these areas were not being sufficiently considered in the upper division coursework

· Second language acquisition 

· Special needs, 

· Parent involvement. 

Further Questions on Common Core

· Community College is strong in curriculum and hands on programs with children and how will that translate? 

· How will the 4 years accommodate preschool and elementary school students?

· Students not interested in working with preschool or elementary students will be disadvantaged. 
· Blended programs are taking over where they can get degree and credential in the same time. 
Other issues to consider

· Need an advisory track - based on career goals 

· Students are turned away from CHDV towards Liberal Studies, etc. 

· (Fullerton is accepting lower division in STEP program does accept certain number of lower division courses = special ed, diversity, etc.) 

· Students are test phobic and are bailing out of the credential programs because of the CSET(?) - waiver program no longer exists – 

· Prediction that new programs will go down to a trickle in CHDV and in Liberal Studies and we’ll see an explosion of interest in focus on early childhood – 

· CCCECE wants to make a statement - firmly saying that requirements for Preschool for All teachers be a degree in CHDV or ECE not someone who has a BA and anything with 12 units of ECE. 

· People who are listening to CCCECE are those who are writing the legislation - hopefully what we say here will mesh with CCCECE - we can deregulate ourselves or we can set it up that we have a good pathway. Then enrollments will increase.  

· Issue of deferments for those who are not able to get into the 4 years - how will we be meeting their needs? 

· More opportunities for those who want to work in ECE with Universal preschool - and fewer in elementary school because of the test phobia. 

· CA is still going out of state for math, science, and special ed credentials This has affected the multiply subject focus as well - decline of enrollment in Educ program 

· Look at creating multiple pathways and looking at 2 common tracks because the workforce is very diverse 

· Students take an average of 7 years to get a degree - we need to be flexible. 

· Support the students need to get into the system - which falls on the backs of the community colleges (second language learners, etc. - students who need multiple entry points for the program and careers) 

· Continued training for those already in the field is also a concern  - those who have already received their permits/degrees. 

· CSU/UC schools need to have the basic core for permit applicability - then CC courses will be able to articulate into the 4-year level. 

· We have an issue with the curriculum courses then since there are so many different ways to have the curriculum courses set up - so there needs to be a change or different courses will need to be articulated.  Considerations:

· Program type course 

· Special ed – 

· practicum courses at every college 

The purpose for stating a core is to can the numbers and make sure that the courses articulate between colleges - also to make sure that students can get the units they need to work wile getting their education. 

· Some places have practicum courses that are already articulated. 

· Since 4 years do not teach to matrix how can we reconcile? 

· Child Growth and Development and Child, Family, & Community are at all of the CSUs - and Child Growth and Development also articulates with UC but is the only one.  

· The matrix drives the curriculum at the CC level so we do need to follow the matrix. 

· 3 unit programming class for preschool would be nice so that it could articulate with CSUs. 

· NCLB paraprofessionals and what are their needs going to be - within a year they will need to pass the test or complete an AS degree that has specialized courses for paraprofessionals. 
 
CAN Name and Numbers

· We need a name - that is specific to child development. 

· In past year a half we have fought very hard to reclassify our top codes - now we are child development and we need to change our numbers - so we need to change our name so that it matches.

· Now that we are facing universal preschool it does empower child development  - we have a rebuttal for universal preschool and we have a clear pathway. 

· CHDV has the most students - it isn’t supposed to be tracking numbers, but it does still happen. 

· We want the best people in the field and not those that are test phobic - we discussed leaving the “early” part out and the “education” part in so that it doesn’t single out the early aspect, but it does show that we are educators - and it is easier to recognize child development or child development education - there is a difference between discipline and name of department – 

· Early care and education? - the issue of care since that is also a big thing in our discipline. In previous IMPAC meeting we threw out the words early and care. We wanted something that was more encompassing - money issues are also a part of it - child care is often the first to go - we are educators. 
· A lot of support for CDE - Child Development and Education – 

· Concern from 4-year schools that as soon as education was part of the name, education people (on 4-year campuses) will say that it belongs with them – Alignment should be considered 

So we agreed on Child Development before lunch, but after lunch this was revisited see below

CD 1 will be Child Growth and Development 

CD 2 will be Child Family, & Community 

CD 3 and 4 will be the other 2 core courses.

More consideration of common core and questions to 4-years from the 2-years
· All two-year colleges have a Principles and Program course (by various names)- since this is a common goal how do 4 years feel? Is it possible? 

· Can it be done as the 3rd core course? 

· There should be enough students who will be working on a BA who will also need this type of a course. 

· Do you have a curriculum course at the 4-year level? 

· Taking a look at the course descriptions would be helpful – do not want to reinvent the wheel

· We did do some of the course work outline with the CDTC but no one brought this with them. So we will have to table this for a discussion on another day.
· We will try with the descriptors established by the CDTC. 

· We will try with the first CAN numbers as 1 and 2 and in order to continue we will need the descriptors.  

· We could have some that are common that we can describe even though they are not part of the core - exceptional child, diversity/multicultural, guidance, observation, combined infant development and curriculum. 
· Broad goals need to be written for the course descriptors - perhaps they are written with CDTC - it is easier to fix and update then to rewrite - we don’t need to reinvent the wheel. We don’t really want to start writing goals when we aren’t sure what we already have - we will finish up the work in April. 

· Vocational programs - most are considered academic in social and behavioral sciences as well as vocational - this won’t necessarily affect how we are viewed. 

· CAN more courses then 4 - why stop here. (See list at end of minutes done from poster notes)

· What about GE? 

· If it comes from a CC, then students can’t take it as an upper division course.  

· Perhaps we should look at courses that are already articulated. 
· Perhaps post the work from CDTC on the IMPAC discussion boards for everyone to discuss the course descriptions.

There is a project developing a 30-unit teacher education program – 

Orange Coast College has a similar program - it is for teacher credential candidates Perhaps we could get some more information regarding this program so that we can all discuss it together. 

  
Teacher Education Associates Degree – 

· We are interested in finding out more about what is out there. 

· Perhaps more towards liberal studies major - and a child development major – 

· Could include credential requirements as well as Introduction to Education. 

· Saddleback has an educational assistant course work - includes older child issues. NAEYC talked about other states that have the AAT - more east coast. 

· What college in southern area that is offering national credential - perhaps Fullerton? National Board for Educational Standards - it is a voluntary test - NCATE?
 
· Why don’t liberal studies majors include more child development? 

· The issue is a 4 year college level issue - what could we design for someone on the pathway to being a teacher that includes child development?

· There really are two tracks - but it is also important for everyone to be aware of the developmental needs of children throughout the lifespan - at least through adolescence. 

· It isn’t bad to expect even preschool teachers to take courses that also talk about older children. 

· House Education and Child Development together so that all of the needs are addressed – 

· Perhaps we need a can number for a course that is more educationally based - it can still be taught in the child development department. 

· The Intro to education course has to have 5 hours within each of 4 areas - it is very prescriptive. 

· There is not an Education CAN - so it can be housed in CHDV - perhaps that will changes with the advent of an Educ degree at the AA degree level. 

· What percentage of child development students will want to be teachers - most of them will if you include preschool at this level. 

· CHDV could also be housed in the Educ department - so we have to be careful how we define it at the Associate Degree level. 

AT THIS POINT THE NAME OF THE CAN DESCRIPTOR KIND OF MOVED BACK TO CDE (CHILD DEVELOPMENT AND EDUCATION) WITH DESCRIPTORS NUMBERED CDE 1, CDE 2, CDE 3 etc.

 What kind of communication is there with northern California? Their input would be helpful The facilitators go to all of them - Marlene will bring all of the information together so that all of the pieces come together statewide- perhaps in the April meeting we will be able to look at it all together.
