Discuss LDTP (Lower Division Transfer Pattern)  -- Marlene has been appointed the representative of the Community Colleges Child Development Community at the LDTP meeting December 3 at the Westin SFO.  The task that day will be to develop and vote on a preliminary LDTP agreement.  Information about the LDTP project was provided to the participants, and is also available at The Lower Division Transfer Patterns Project
At this point the group began discussing the CCCECE-sponsored meetings that had taken place the two previous days; about half the community college people in the room had attended them.  The main topic of those meetings, which were the culmination of several regional meetings around the state, was the development of a 24-unit core of courses to recommend for the new credential being developed in readiness should the Preschool for All initiative pass in June.  It seemed to most of us that this work dovetailed very nicely with the tasks for today, which were as follows:

So the plan was modified to develop a six-unit recommendation for the full state, and a 15 unit recommendation for the regional requirements in the major. We then divided into three groups, with at least one CSU representative in each group, and spent an hour working with NAEYC Standards for the Associate Degree, selecting what we felt were the best lower division courses for our students to take with them when they transfer.
