The attending history faculty began by reviewing the CAN descriptions that had been adopted by other faculty at the Southern Regional meeting in November 2004.  We applauded our colleagues from the South for their effort and endorsed their language, with one suggestion to be put on the agenda for the future state-wide meeting: in the World History descriptions, should Oceania be added to the list of geographic areas that may be covered in the courses?  Here is the approved list:

CAN: HIST 1

TITLE: Survey of Western Civilization, 1st Quarter

DESCRIPTION: Western civilization from origins to the medieval times.  Analyzes the changes and continuities in cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 2

TITLE: Survey of Western Civilization, 1st Semester

DESCRIPTION: Western civilization from origins to the early modern era.  Analyzes the changes and continuities in cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces. Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 3

TITLE: Survey of Western Civilization, 2nd Quarter

DESCRIPTION: Western civilization from medieval times to the early modern era.  Analyzes the changes and continuities in cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 4

TITLE: Survey of Western Civilization, 2nd Semester

DESCRIPTION: Western civilization from the early modern era to the present.  Analyzes the changes and continuities in cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 5

TITLE: Survey of Western Civilization, 3rd Quarter

DESCRIPTION: Western civilization from the early modern era to the present.  Analyzes the changes and continuities in cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 8

TITLE: United States History

DESCRIPTION: Analyzes the changes and continuities in cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces from the peoples of America and their institutions from the pre-colonial period through Reconstruction.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.
CAN: HIST 10

TITLE: United States History

DESCRIPTION: Analyzes the changes and continuities in cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces among the peoples of America and their institutions since the end of the Civil War to the present. Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 13

TITLE: History of World Civilizations, 1st Quarter

DESCRIPTION: The origins and early development of world civilizations.  A comparative analysis of cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces of world civilizations.  Includes topics related to Asia, the Americas, Africa and Europe.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 14

TITLE: History of World Civilizations, 1st Semester

DESCRIPTION: The origins, development of, and interactions among world civilizations to the early modern era.  A comparative analysis of cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces of world civilizations.  Includes topics related to Asia, the Americas, Africa and Europe.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 15

TITLE: History of World Civilizations, 2nd Quarter

DESCRIPTION: The continued development of and the interaction among world civilizations to the early modern era.  A comparative analysis of cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces of world civilizations.  Includes topics related to Asia, the Americas, Africa and Europe. Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST 16

TITLE: History of World Civilizations, 2nd Semester

DESCRIPTION: Interactions of world civilizations from the early modern era to the present.  A comparative analysis of cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces of world civilizations.  Includes topics related to Asia, the Americas, Africa and Europe.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.
CAN: HIST 17

TITLE: History of World Civilizations, 3rd Quarter

DESCRIPTION: Interactions of world civilizations from the early modern era to the present.  A comparative analysis of cultural, economic, geographic, political, religious and social forces of world civilizations.  Engages students in the basic elements of critical historical thinking and analysis.

CAN: HIST SEQ A

TITLE: Sum of the content of CAN HIST 1+3+5 or CAN HIST 2+4

CAN: HIST SEQ B

TITLE: Sum of the content of CAN HIST 8+10

DESCRIPTION: Sum of the content of CAN HIST 8+10

CAN: HIST SEQ C

TITLE: Sum of the content of CAN HIST 13+15+17 or CAN HIST 14+16

DESCRIPTION: Sum of the content of CAN HIST 13+15+17 or CAN HIST 14+16

We discussed and reaffirmed several general principles:
1. The CAN descriptions are a floor, a minimum framework.   They are not intended to dictate the specific content or requirements of any course.

2. History courses offered at the community college level will not receive upper-division credit at either a CSU or UC, unless a CSU or UC department makes an exception based on a case-by-case review of the specific community college course.

3. Because several UC departments require lower-division courses as a major pre-requisite in fields such as Latin America, Asia, Africa and the Middle East, community college departments should be encouraged to offer such lower-division work for transfer purposes.

4. At a minimum, all community colleges should strive to offer lower-division courses in World History, Western Civilization and United States history.  Likewise, all CSU and UC departments should accept such courses for pre-major, lower-division transfer credit.
Finally, we agreed that uniform general education requirements at the CSU campuses facilitate the general transfer process from community colleges. UC campuses, on the other hand, lack such uniformity in their GE requirements, a situation that further complicates the smooth articulation of majors, including as history.  The UCSD representative will seek to convene a meeting of UC history chairs and faculty to discuss this and other obstacles to the transfer process between the community colleges and UC.
