Previous meeting - CAN Descriptors
What can we expect?  Some people said we can't do all of this.  Are the notes in italics reasonable?
 

Recommended changes need to be discussed.  IMPAC is currently discussing who has the authority to approve changes.
 

Rene Sanchez - problem with student quality.  Students don't know how to do research.
 

Michelle DenBeste - CSUF is trying to solve this by offering a lower division methods class.
 

Anne Paulet - Humboldt also has a lower division course.
 

Peggy Renner - the idea of a  lower division social sciences course is important.  Lower division English course teaches MLA and different skills than what our history students need.
 

Eileen Sarasohn - we also have a range of students.  Require students to do research --even if minimally.  Offers one unit courses in research skills.  These courses aren't required so they often aren't taken.
 

Jim Matray - identified with statement by Dave Hood (in minutes).  consensus by chairs over ambiguity of language.  What does it mean?
 

Peggy Renner.  Discussion of clarification of language.    Students need more than Scantron language skills.  Need more than textbook reading skills.  We want students to be able to transfer and we want them to succeed.
 

Jim Matry - grave concerns about the language.  CSU Chico - new CTC guidelines has revised major to include a methods course.  he will not articulate that methods class.  Students will not be behind.
 

Anne Paulet.  Also unwilling to articulate.  Students to need the italicized skills but it is too much to ask to do in a survey course.  Read, write and thinking are most important.
 

Lori C.  - inclined to not articulate.
 

Jim Matray.  Actually could be considered as a positive advance.
 

Peggy Renner.  We want all students best prepared but is this the place to put it.  Freedom for individual faculty to teach as they see fit.
 

Michelle DenBeste  - concern over descriptors.  They don't tell it all.
 

Rene - Our classes are not all the same.
 

Eileen - Doesn't see a problem with taking out the italicized language.  It is part of our job to prepare our students to transfer over to a four year college as seamlessly as possible.  Some ccs do have difficulty getting the requirements across.

Jim Matray - Not about the talents of cc instructors.  It is about creating a uniform curriculum.  Chairs council should address.
 

Anne Paulet.  If you want your students to be prepared 1) some writing 2) think critically.  Read primary and secondary sources.  Minimum requirements.  If time, information competency would be ideal.
 

Jim Matray - Lower division courses are important.  Students get a solid grounding in historical record.  Breaking down myths.  Breaking from what may have been a very poor high school education in history.
 

Anne paulet.  We don't have any UCs here.  Recommendation that this discussion should be held but perhaps it doesn't belong in the CAN descriptors.
 

Jim Matray - the language won't fly at chair's council.

Lori Clune - we changed to U.S. to 1877 and U.S. from 1877

Recommended course as GE
 

Rene Sanchez - received an "order" to create world civilization course.  Much in western not covered by world.  What about teachers with no world history?
 

Lori - Fresno state's curriculum explained.  We will be requiring World History for teacher credential students and western for our majors.
 

Jim Matray - implications of budget and of No Child Left Behind Act.  Students may be required to take a major.  Students will have to pass the test.  Single Subject Credential also changing.  history may be strengthened by big picture issues.  Changes in funding, changes in curriculum.
 

Cross-disciplinary connections not as important as for other groups.
 

Transferring beyond the survey courses (CSUs do not support this).
 

Jim Matray - 60 unit package doesn't allow room for other courses beyond surveys.  CSUs won't support it.
 

Question raised about whether it undercuts all of us not to allow topical courses to be taught by CCs.
 

Lori Cluen - advises and teaches.  Argues that survey courses can recruit majors.  Doesn't only happen in topical courses.
 

Eileen Sarasohn - We do offer lower division topics courses.  Some transfer.  Cant' finish two years in two years so they take other courses that transfer as GE courses.
 

Anne paulet - There is some possibility for transferring units but not across the board.  All courses are not created equal.   The CSUs need to know what is required in a class.  What the student did.  CSUs will transfer but not as a policy.  Rather on a course by course basis.
